Lesson 11 Exercise
Translate the sentences given below.  Since these sentences are more difficult than those in Lesson 3, it is necessary to approach them in a logical and systematic way.  The following steps are suggested:


1. Mark all finite verbs.  This will indicate the number of clauses in the sentence.

2.  Taking each clause separately, determine how each word relates to the finite verb in its clause (e.g. look for a subject in the nominative case, an object in the accusative case, etc.)

3. Finally, observe how the clauses are related to each other, and work out the overall meaning of the sentence.

For example, in sentence (1) below, gravfei is the only finite verb, and therefore we have only clause (“he writes”).  The noun dou:loV is nominative and therefore must be the subject of gravfei (“a servant writes”).  The noun novmon is accusative and therefore is the object of gravfei (“writes a law”).  Putting this all together, we arrive at the meaning of the sentence: A servant writes a law.
